FOREWORD

In 2015 the UN General Assembly adopted the Resolution “Transforming our world: the
2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development”. 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development
contains 17 goals and 169 targets, which are comprehensive and provide a balance of all three
components of sustainable development — economic growth, social integration and
environmental sustainability.

The Sustainable Development Goals refer to the widespread eradication of poverty and
hunger, reducing inequalities within and between countries, ensuring healthy lifestyles and
equitable quality education and learning throughout life for all, gender equality, access to
affordable, reliable, sustainable sources of energy, promotion of sustained, inclusive and
sustainable economic growth, full and productive employment and decent work for all,
environmental sustainability and other important areas related to improving people's quality of
life.

A list of Sustainable Development Goals indicators for monitoring the progress of
Sustainable Development Goals achievements has been developed and approved at
the 47th session of the UN Statistical Commission.

This statistical abstract contains selected indicators for monitoring the achievement of
Sustainable Development Goals in the region of the Eurasian Economic Union.

The abstract is prepared by the Statistics Department of the Eurasian Economic
Commission on the basis of the official statistics of the national statistical offices, custom offices,
ministries of finance and national (central) banks of the Eurasian Economic Union Member
States, statistical offices of the international organizations which are calculated according to the
methodology that provides the necessary data comparability. Cases of deviation from the
general methodology, due to the peculiarities of the economy and legislation of countries, are
specified in the text and in the methodological explanations of the abstract.

Recalculations of some value indicators into US dollars were done with usage the annual
official exchange rates of national (central) banks of the Eurasian Economic Union Member
States: in the Republic of Belarus — at the weight-average exchange rate of the Belarussian
Ruble to the US Dollar, in the Republic of Armenia, the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz
Republic and the Russian Federation at the average exchange rate of national currencies to the
US Dollar.

In individual cases, negligible discrepancy between the total and the sum of the items is
explained by the rounding of the data.

Development Goals achievements.

Data for some indicators are preliminary and can be revised later.

The maternal mortality ratio (MMR) is defined as the number of maternal deaths during a given time period per
100,000 live births during the same time period. It depicts the risk of maternal death relative to the number of live
births and essentially captures the risk of death in a single preghancy or a single live birth.

Maternal deaths: The annual number of female deaths from any cause related to or aggravated by pregnancy or its
management (excluding accidental or incidental causes) during pregnancy and childbirth or within 42 days of
termination of pregnancy, irrespective of the duration and site of the pregnancy, expressed per 100,000 live births,
for a specified time period.

Births attended by skilled health personnel is the percentage of deliveries attended by health personnel trained
in providing lifesaving obstetric care, including giving the necessary supervision, care and advice to women during
pregnancy, labour and the post-partum period, conducting deliveries on their own, and caring for newborns.
Traditional birth attendants, even if they receive a short training course, are not included.

National parliaments can be bicameral or unicameral. This indicator covers the single chamber in unicameral
parliaments and the lower chamber in bicameral parliaments. It does not cover the upper chamber of bicameral
parliaments. Seats are usually won by members in general parliamentary elections. Seats may also be filled by
nomination, appointment, indirect election, rotation of members and by-election.

Seats refer to the number of parliamentary mandates, or the number of members of parliament.

Proportion of women in managerial positions is the proportion of females in the total humber of persons
employed in managerial positions. It is recommended to use two different measures jointly for this indicator: the
share of females in (total) management and the share of females in senior and middle management (thus
excluding junior management). The joint calculation of these two measures provides information on whether
women are more represented in junior management than in senior and middle management, thus pointing to an
eventual ceiling for women to access higher-level management positions. In these cases, calculating only the share
of women in (total) management would be misleading, in that it would suggest that women hold positions with more
decision-making power and responsibilities than they actually do.

Total government revenue is an increase in net worth resulting from a transaction. Taxes are compulsory,
unrequited amounts receivable by government units from institutional units. Taxes can be receivable in cash or in
kind. Grants are transfers receivable by government units from other resident or nonresident government units or
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international organizations, and that do not meet the definition of a tax, subsidy, or social contribution. Other
revenue is all revenue receivable excluding taxes, social contributions, and grants. Gratuitous receipts are the sum
of grants and voluntary transfers of an article to other expenses. Non-tax revenues are the difference between
revenues, tax revenues and gratuitous receipts.

Proportion of domestic budget funded by domestic taxes is the ration of domestic tax revenues to the total
domestic budget revenues. Data is presented on the base of the central government budget.

Fixed Internet broadband subscriptions per 100 inhabitants — the indicator fixed Internet broadband
subscriptions, by speed, refers to the number of fixed-broadband subscriptions to the public Internet, split by
advertised download speed.

Merchandise trade, percent of GDP is the sum of merchandise exports and imports divided by the value of GDP.
This indicator is used as measurement for the Trade Openness of a country.

Personal remittances, received, percent of GDP: Comprise personal transfers and compensation of employees,
as defined in the sixth edition of the IMF's Balance of Payments Manual. Personal transfers consist of all current
transfers in cash or in kind made or received by resident households to or from nonresident households. Personal
transfers thus include all current transfers between resident and nonresident individuals. Compensation of
employees refers to the income of border, seasonal, and other short-term workers who are employed in an
economy where they are not resident and of residents employed by nonresident entities.

Current account balance is the sum of net exports of goods and services, net primary income, and net secondary
income.

Foreign direct investment, net flows (FDI) (percent of GDP): comprises the net inflows of foreign direct
investment to acquire a lasting management interest (10 percent or more of voting stock) in an enterprise operating
in an economy other than that of the investor. FDI is the sum of equity capital, reinvestment of earnings, other long-
term capital, and short-term capital as shown in the balance of payments. This series shows net inflows (new
investment inflows less disinvestment) in the reporting economy from foreign investors, and is divided by GDP.

Net portfolio investments are net cross-border transactions and balances related to debt securities or equity
securities other than those included in direct investments or reserve assets.

Debt services on external debt: debt service is the sum of principle repayments and interest actually paid in
currency, goods, or services. This series differs from the standard debt to exports series. It covers only long-term
public and publicly guaranteed debt and repayments (repurchases and charges) to the IMF.

External debt stocks (% of Gross national income (GNI)): Total external debt is debt owed to nonresidents
repayable in currency, goods, or services. Total external debt is the sum of public, publicly guaranteed, and private
nonguaranteed long-term debt, use of IMF credit, and short-term debt. Short-term debt includes all debt having an
original maturity of one year or less and interest in arrears on long-term debt. GNI (formerly GNP) is the sum of
value added by all resident producers plus any product taxes (less subsidies) not included in the valuation of output
plus net receipts of primary income (compensation of employees and property income) from abroad.

Official exchange rate refers to the exchange rate determined by national authorities or to the rate determined in
the legally sanctioned exchange market. It is calculated as an annual average based on monthly averages (local
currency units relative to the U.S. dollar).

Broad money growth (annual % growth): Broad money is the sum of currency outside banks; demand deposits
other than those of the central government; the time, savings, and foreign currency deposits of resident sectors
other than the central government; bank and traveler’s checks; and other securities such as certificates of deposit
and commercial paper. It is taken stocks as monetary units M2 and more. It is M2X in Armenia, Kyrgyzstan and
Russia, and M3 in Belarus and Kazakhstan.

Bank capital to assets ratio (%): Bank capital to assets is the ratio of bank capital and reserves to total assets.
Capital and reserves include funds contributed by owners, retained earnings, general and special reserves,
provisions, and valuation adjustments. Capital consists of tier 1 capital (paid-up shares and common stock), which
is a common feature in all countries' banking systems, and total regulatory capital, which includes several specified
types of subordinated debt instruments that need not be repaid if the funds are required to maintain minimum
capital levels (these comprise tier 2 and tier 3 capital). Total assets include all nonfinancial and financial assets.
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Overall Fiscal Balance (% of GDP): is difference between national government revenues and expenditures,
expressed as a percent of GDP.

D2 gross government and public sector debt (% of GDP): The D2 coverage of instruments according to this
classification includes (1) debt securities, (2) loans, (3) special drawing rights and (4) currency and deposits as
percentage of GDP.

Gross domestic product is the sum of gross value added by all resident producers in the economy plus any
product taxes and minus any subsidies not included in the value of the products. It is calculated without making
deductions for depreciation of fabricated assets or for depletion and degradation of natural resources.

Gross capital formation (formerly gross domestic investment) consists of outlays on additions to the fixed assets
of the economy plus net changes in the level of inventories. Fixed assets include land improvements (fences,
ditches, drains, and so on); plant, machinery, and equipment purchases; and the construction of roads, railways,
and the like, including schools, offices, hospitals, private residential dwellings, and commercial and industrial
buildings. Inventories are stocks of goods held by firms to meet temporary or unexpected fluctuations in production
or sales, and "work in progress.” According to the 2008 SNA, net acquisitions of valuables are also considered
capital formation.

Household final consumption expenditure (formerly private consumption) is the market value of all goods and
services, including durable products (such as cars, washing machines, and home computers), purchased by
households. It excludes purchases of dwellings but includes imputed rent for owner-occupied dwellings. It also
includes payments and fees to governments to obtain permits and licenses. Household consumption expenditure
includes the expenditures of nonprofit institutions serving households, even when reported separately by the
country. This item also includes any statistical discrepancy in the use of resources relative to the supply of
resources.

General government consumption expenditure (formerly general government consumption) includes all
government current expenditures for purchases of goods and services (including compensation of employees). It
also includes most expenditures on national defense and security, but excludes government military expenditures
that are part of government capital formation.

Exports of goods and services (annual % change): Exports of goods and services represent the value of all
goods and other market services provided to the rest of the world. They include the value of merchandise, freight,
insurance, transport, travel, royalties, license fees, and other services, such as communication, construction,
financial, information, business, personal, and government services.

Imports of goods and services (annual % change): Imports of goods and services represent the value of all
goods and other market services received from the rest of the world. They include the value of merchandise,
freight, insurance, transport, travel, royalties, license fees, and other services, such as communication,
construction, financial, information, business, personal, and government services.

Consumer price index (annual % change): Consumer price index reflects changes in the cost to the average
consumer of acquiring a basket of goods and services that may be fixed or changed at specified intervals, such as
yearly. The Laspeyres formula is generally used. Data are period averages.

Unemployment, total (% of total labor force) (national estimate): Unemployment refers to the share of the labor
force that is without work but available for and seeking employment. Definitions of labor force and unemployment
differ by country.
