Put in place facilities to enable data transmission to the ASW secured environment from their national system or common user application(s) provided by ASEAN.

The technical testing of electronic communication and exchange of data  on CEPT Form D using the ASW Exchange Gateway has provided better insight in the federated approach and the way forward.

It is crucial to identify the most feasible network architecture for the ASW pilot and the best-fit solution for the eventual  ASW in ‘live’ environment.
